Art Project Guidelines
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Just like you and me, Austin’s parks need love. Parks need friends to share the good times and to get each other through the bad.

Your park loves nothing better than when you walk their trails, enjoy their park benches, celebrate life events, or bring your kids to play.

On It’s My Park Day, volunteers show parks they care. How do parks return the favor?


The Assignment: Collaboratively answer the question, How does a park say I love you?

Rules: 

· No lasting changes may be made to the park – your project must leave no trace that won’t be erased by your volunteers or by wind/rain in a few days time.


· Project must be captured or documented on film, video, paper, narrative, or other durable medium.

Materials:

· Any materials are fine as long as long as they meet rule #1, above.  You can use natural materials gathered at the park, or bring supplies from home. A small budget is available for project leaders.


· Mediums might include pictures, installations, sculptures, skits, poses, dance, poetry, stunts, etc.


· Some possible things to bring if you don’t have a plan in advance: string, rope, markers, paper, tape, scissors, rake, shovel, scrap wood, hammer, nails, buckets, camera, video camera

Ideas/Inspirations:

Do parks give hugs? * When do you feel loved by your park? * Can parks be embodied in a character, for example an animal or plant? * What inspires you about the park you are in?  
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
